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AFCC Silent Auction

Continuing Education Credits
AFCC will provide a certificate of conference attendance for a pro-
cessing fee of $10 for members and $15 for non-members. The cer-
tificate will verify attendance at conference sessions and may be used
to apply for continuing education credits with the registrant’s accred-
iting institution. A complete list of conference sessions eligible for
continuing education credits will be available at the AFCC regis-
tration desk.
Psychologists: AFCC is approved by the American Psychological
Association to sponsor continuing education for psychologists.
AFCC maintains responsibility for this program and its content.
The program is eligible for up to 23 hours of continuing education
for psychologists.
Mental Health Professionals: Continuing education approval
from the National Association of Social Workers (NASW) is pend-
ing for up to 23 CE credits; however, individuals will need to ver-
ify approval with their credentialing or licensing boards. AFCC is
approved by the California Board of Behavioral Sciences to offer
continuing education for MFT and LCSW professionals in Cali-
fornia, PCE#4630. The pre-conference institutes qualify for 6 hours
and the conference program qualifies for up to 16.5 hours toward
continuing education required by CA BBS.
Mediators: All conference sessions are eligible for continuing edu-
cation units through the Association for Conflict Resolution.
California Custody Evaluators and Mediators: Applications will
be submitted to the Judicial Council of California, Administrative
Office of the Courts. The views expressed in the program are those
of the faculty and do not necessarily represent the official positions
or policies of the Judicial Council of California or the Administra-
tive Office of the Courts.
Certified Specialist Program: This program has been submitted
for accreditation by the Law Society of Upper Canada for 22.5 hours
toward the Family Law professional development requirement for
certification.
Lawyers: An application will be submitted to the Board of Con-
tinuing Legal and Judicial Education at the State of Colorado
Supreme Court for approval of up to 22.5 CLE credits.
